
At any fire call, one increas-

ingly critical component of a 

properly functioning unit is the 

presence of an incident com-

mander. The person in charge 

of an incident calls the shots 

that keep the operation run-

ning like a well-oiled machine.  

Incident command requires the 

juggling of various tasks: from 

evaluating a fire scene, to 

maintaining and coordinating 

communications with everyone 

present,  and developing strat-

egy based on quickly changing 

factors. An incident com-

mander carries the additional 

burden of responsibility for the 

success of each fire operation, 

and ultimately, the safety of 

each fire fighter on the scene.  

So crucial is incident manage-

ment that FEMA established 

the National Incident Manage-

ment System (NIMS) to 

“provide a common approach 

for managing incidents.” In-

cluded as part of NIMS are 

standard management proce-

dures known as the Incident 

Command System, or ICS. 

Here in Texas, the commission 

requires incident command 

training for Fire Officer III 

(requires ICS-300) and Fire 

Officer IV (requires ICS-

400).  As of Feb. 26, 2015, the 

Head of Department certifica-

tions require ICS-100, 200, 

300, 400, 700 and 800. For 

more information on require-

ments for all TCFP certifica-

tions, please check the 

“Additional Resources” section 

in the sidebar.
